Hence, for the purpose
of application for admission in to the college the applicant should have to login to the College
website i.e. www.habraghatcollege.in . After login the students have to go to the Tab “ONLINE
ADMISSION” and register his/her name on payment of necessary fee fixed by the college.
After Registration the applicant will receive user ID & password. After getting the user ID and
password the applicant should have to login to the admission portal of the college for fill-up
the admission form and submit it online along with necessary document as per requirement of
the portal, such as Marks Sheet, Pass Certificate, Caste Certificate, Registration
Certificate, Gap Certificate/Affidavit, Migration Certificate (if any) etc. within
the stipulated date & time fixed by the college for submission of online
admission form.




er obtaining online admission application form from the applicant for different classes,
the college will verify the applications and publish the list of candidates according to merit
depending upon the availability of seats for different classes for online admission.

After publication of the list of selected candidates for admission in to the college, the
selected candidate will receive a message in his/her registered mobile no. After getting the
message from the college the selected candidate should have to once again login to the
admission portal of the college with his/her own User ID & Password and proceed for
completion of the process of online admission within the stipulated date & time fixed by the
college for online admission. In this process the candidate should have to ensure his/her
payment of necessary admission fee to the college online and finally should have to click on
the bottom “Take admission”. After that the student will get the admission receipt online and
the process of online admission will be completed.

During registration all the candidates are asked to provide their own active mobile no and
email ID. Candidates shall not be allowed to changes their registered mobile no and mail ID till
the completion of the course.

The selected candidates should have to ensure their online admission within the dates fixed
for admission by the college without fail, failing of which will forfeit their claim for admission
in to the college.

In case of admission in to the First Semester, the candidates those who applied for Honours
course and he/she has not selected for admission in to Honours Course because of cut of marks
set by the college for Honours Course, the same will automatically be selected for Regular
Course on the basis of the cut off marks fixed by the college on the basis of Selection list for
Admission into TDC 1st Semester (Arts), Candidates admitted in TDC 1st Semester must
ensure their admission into 2nd, 3rd, 4th, 5th, & 6th Semester accordingly on payment of
necessary dues to the college in due course of time as notified by the college.

Admission is made in order of merit as per admission rules after due scrutiny of the
relevant documents by the admission committee.
Applicant will have to produce the following documents in original at the time of
interview / admission.
i) Mark sheet and admit card of the last qualifying examination.
ii)) Pass certificate from the concerned authority.
iii) Caste certificate (wherever necessary) from the component authority.
(In case there is a study gap not more than three years) A gap Certificate from the
head of the institution attended last.
1iv) In case of students from other state should have to submit migration certificate in
original.
Applicants willing to offer major courses must have minimum 40% marks in aggregate
and 45% marks in the subject of his/her choice in the last qualifying examination.
Moreover, sitting in the merit test to be conducted by the concerned department is also

compulsory.

A student seeking admission into Higher Secondary First Year Class must have passed
HSLC/AHM Examination conducted by SEBA/ CBSE or any other equivalent

examinations conducted by recognized Board or council.

A student seeking admission into Higher Secondary Second Year Class must have
passed the H. S. First Year Examination conducted by the college.

Admission to Degree Courses:

A student seeking admission into B.A. first semester class must have passed 10+2
final examination as conducted by Assam Higher Secondary Education Council or any

other Board or Council as recognized by Gauhati University.




INTERNAL EXAMINATION AND EVALUATION FOR H.S. COURSE

In order to prepare the students for the external examinations conducted by AHSEC
and with a view to getting necessary feedback, the college conducts the following internal
examinations by the Internal Examination Board of the college as well as the respective
departments :

(A) Unit Test: In each academic session there will be two Unit Tests for 20 Marks each
to be con ducted by respective department as per schedule to be announced in advance.
Attendance in the Unit Test is compulsory.

(B) Test Examination: The Internal Examination Board of the college will conduct test
examinations which will be treated as qualifying examination for appearing in the finals.

Courses and Programmes for B.A.

Honours and Regular Courses under CBCS, G
The College has been offering the Three Year Degree Course (TDC) in Arts (Semester basis)
following the Under Graduate Choice Based Credit System (UGCBCS) under Gauhati
University from the Academic Session 2019-2020. The Three Years Degree Course will be of
Six Semesters covering three calendar years. Two consecutive (one odd and one even)
semester will make up an academic year. The Academic Session covers from the month of
June to May. The Odd Semesters (First, Third & Fifth) duration shall be from ‘June to
November and the Even Semester (Second, Fourth & Sixth) duration shall be from ‘December
to May’. The Minimum time requirement for the undergraduate Degree Course will be three
years and the Maximum time allowed to complete the course is six years.
The College offers Honours (earlier known as Major) and Regular (earlier known as General)
Course in Arts stream. The students may opt Honours in the following subjects:
